Buckingham Palace is an official residence of the Queen and her family. It
isn’t open to the public. It has 600 rooms. The ceremony of the Changing of the

Guard at Buckingham Palace is a great tourist attraction.

THE HOUSES OF PARLIAMENT (cn.15)- Ilapiament
The Houses of Parliament was a royal palace. Now it’s the seat of the British
Government. It contains 500 apartments. Among them are the Central Hall, the

House of Lords, and the House of Commons.

BIG BEN—(ci.16)

The name Big Ben actually refers not to the clock-tower

itself, but to the thirteen ton bell hung within.

The bell was named after the first commissioner

of works Sir Benjamin Hall.

WESTMINSTER ABBEY — Bectmuncrepckoe A66arcTBo (ci1.17)

Westminster Abbey is a symbol of English tradition. The coronation of
nearly all English kings and queens since William the Conqueror has taken place
here. Many of them are buried within the Abbey. There are also the graves of
famous poets, writers, and statesmen.

ST. PAUL’CATHEDRAL-Co6op cBsaroro I1asna (Ci. 18)



One of the oldest and the most famous places of London is St. Paul’s
Cathedral. It is the city’s greatest monument. It was built by Sir Christopher Wren
in 1675-1710. Wren is buried there, also Wellington and Nelson.

BRITISH MUSEUM (cu. 20)

The British Museum is the largest and richest of its kind in the world.

The present building was built in 1852.

THE NATIONAL GALLERY(cn.21)

The National Gallery is famous for its wonderful collection of French,
British, Italian and Spanish schools.
